Somerset Retrofit Accelerator Project

Mendip District Council is part of a cross county project working with the
other Somerset Authorities and Glastonbury, Bruton and Frome Town
Council aiming to help people increase the energy efficiency of their
homes.

As part of the project, they are offering:

- 50 discount retrofit plans are available to homeowners, delivered in
partnership with The Centre for Sustainable Energy.

- 30 free training places for those involved in the building trade interested in
learning more, delivered in Partnership with The Green Register.

Currently the discount retrofit plans are 25% of their normal price and are
nearly all sold out with just 5 left. The training places are also nearly all
gone with only 3 spots left. If you know of anyone that might be interested
this offer available across Somerset so book now before it’s too late!
